History of HBCUs: "Before the Civil War, higher education for African American students was virtually non-existent... It was the iniative of many blacks themselves, along with the support of the American Missionary Association (AMA) and the Freedmen's Bureau, that was responsible for setting up private colleges and universities for the education of blacks....Between 1861 and 1870, the AMA founded seven black colleges and 13 normal (teaching) schools...[which] became the backbone of black higher education, producing African American leaders for generations to come."
